Statewide Contract for Medical/Surgical and Related Products - Prime Vendor


Contract Number:  15-47598-201





This contract has been established to enable the purchase of medical supplies from a prime vendor.  It establishes uniform discounting within identified product groups, with the understanding that these discounts may vary by group.





CONTRACT TERM AND EXTENSIONS:





The contract term will be for one year, with options to extend the contract for four additional one-year terms.





REQUIRED BUSINESS SERVICES:





In addition to providing the products the Prime Vendor contractor shall contribute the following:





Training for State of Wisconsin staff necessary to implement and maintain this contract.  Initial and ongoing staff training program shall include, written information and onsite demonstrations for catalog access, order placement and invoice processing.  All training shall be provided by the request of state agencies at no additional cost.





The contractor is required to attend, at a minimum, quarterly business meetings, with the State Bureau of Procurement.





NO-CHARGE RETURN OF PRODUCTS ORDERED IN ERROR:





	Contractor must provide no-charge return for products ordered in error for up to 30 days from receipt, with the contracting agency paying only the return shipping costs.  Returned items must be unbroken in original packaging.





FIRM PRICING / DISCOUNTS:





The contractor(s) will be required to furnish hard copy, CD-ROM, or electronic media copies of the most current list price by manufacturer for each individual state agency upon request.  The contractor must establish a system of mailing sufficient copies of any revised price lists or catalogs directly to the state agencies. 





	Pricing must remain firm for one year from the contract start date.  Any price increases must be received in writing and approved by DOA / SBOP 30 days prior to any price increase becoming effective, and must be limited to fully documented cost increases to the contractor which the contractor demonstrates to be industry wide.  Full documentation of the direct increase to the contractor shall be furnished with the request for increase.





NEW AND DISCONTINUED PRODUCT REQUIREMENTS:





	New products announced by the manufacturer may be added to this contract at the discretion of SBOP Contract Administrator at a price conforming to other like items on the contract.  Products which are no longer manufactured or which are not being ordered in sufficient quantity may be deleted from this contract at the discretion of the contract administrator.  The contractor must notify the respective contracting agency within 5 (five) days of the manufacturer’s discontinuance of any core stock item.





Blanket contract release orders may be placed against this contract.





MINIMUM ORDERS:





No minimum order size.





SHIPPING TERMS:





Orders totaling $75.00 or more shall be F.O.B. Destination Freight Prepaid and included to any Wisconsin destination.  Contractor can accept and fill orders for less than $75.00 as F.O.B. to any Wisconsin destination with freight prepaid and added to invoice.

DEFECTIVE PRODUCT:





The State of Wisconsin reserves the right to reject any shipments that it deems to be faulty.  Such shipments shall be returned at the contractor’s expense. The state will not be responsible for charges incurred as a result of the defective product.  If the contractor is then unable to furnish an acceptable product, the State of Wisconsin may elect to purchase from another vendor such quantities as may be needed to fulfill the immediate requirement(s).  Any difference in costs between the Contract price and the price of such shipments(s) from another vendor shall be deducted from any monies which may be due to the contractor.





EXCLUSIONS TO PRIME VENDOR CONTRACT:





There are existing contracts for certain parenteral I.V. products and retractable disposable needles that will not be considered part of the prime vendor contract award.  State agencies will not be required to use this contract for medical equipment that includes or requires maintenance agreements.  Agencies may choose to obtain bids for medical equipment over $5000 per item.





Although the contract resulting from this bid will require mandatory usage by all State agencies purchasing medical supplies, the State reserves the right to obtain commodities indicated in this bid from any source if it is in the interest of the State.  The State also reserves the right to add or remove products or product categories at any time during the contract period.





MERCURY REDUCTION PROGRAM:





Mercury is toxic to the nervous system and mercury contamination has resulted in fish consumption advisories for almost 500 water bodies in Wisconsin.  As a result of the known environmental and health impacts of mercury, the State is interested in developing a contract that dramatically reduces or eliminates the sale and use of mercury thermometers, mercury blood pressure equipment, and any other mercury-containing equipment.





The contractor must provide non-mercury alternatives for the following:


Mercury thermometers (all types)


Mercury blood pressure equipment (sphygmomanometers)





The contractor must not sell mercury thermometers or mercury blood pressure equipment unless they receive written approval from the SBOP contract administrator.





For other mercury-containing products still offered on this contract the State reserves the right to require the contractor to:


Remove any mercury containing products during the contract term, and


Label remaining products containing mercury as containing mercury. 





TERMINATION:





The State may terminate this agreement at any time at its sole discretion by delivering a 60-day written notice to the bidder.  Upon termination, the state liability will be limited to the value of the cost of the commodity provided as of the date of termination plus expenses incurred with the prior written approval of the state.  In the event that the bidder terminated this agreement, for any reason whatsoever, it will refund to the state within 30 days of said termination, all payments made hereunder by the state to the bidder for stock not delivered or not accepted by the state.  Such termination will require written notice to that effect to be delivered by the bidder to the state not less than 90 days prior to said termination.





The contract may also be suspended or terminated by the state for the following reasons:  Non-appropriation of funds, Non-allocation of funds, or Failure of the bidder to comply with all applicable laws, regulations, rules, and standards.





The Department of Administration/State Bureau of Procurement reserves the right to cancel this agreement upon sixty (60) days written notice to the contractor if the Department of Administration/State Bureau of Procurement determines the contractor's management or operation is unsatisfactory in any respect and if the contractor has failed, neglected or refused to comply with the terms of this contract.





The State Bureau of Procurement will be the sole judge of failure to perform and of non-compliance.
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
