Packaging Specifications for Straight Fluorescent Lamps

Veolia ES Technical Solutions, LLC
*Lamps must be packaged in cardboard boxes, fiber drums, or the original cardboard boxes from the manufacturer.

*Egg crate inserts are not required, but boxes and drums should be filled to capacity, leaving no void space.

*Box ends must be secured with tape.  Three inch PVC tape is recommended.  NEVER tape lamps together.  

*Four foot lamp boxes will typically hold 30-35 T12 lamps.  Eight foot boxes will typically hold 15-17 F96 lamps.  

*Any shipment greater than 10 boxes should be palletized, four foot boxes on a four foot pallet, eight foot boxes on an eight foot pallet.  (Any overhang will result in breakage and will not be accepted). 

*Boxes must be placed on a pallet by stacking five boxes across and no more than five feet high.

*Once they have been placed on a pallet, the boxes must be secured with shrink or stretch wrap.  (Remember to wrap the pallet as well, to minimize shifting in transit).  

*Please remember that when reusing boxes after a retrofit, switching from T12 to T8 boxes will result in a diameter differential.  Figure that T12 bulbs will be 30% wider than T8 bulbs. 

*GRT-85 fiber lamp drums should be loaded vertically.  No packaging material is required.  Drums will hold approximately 85 T-12 lamps or 110-115 T-8 lamps. 

Lamps should never be store outside where the containers can be exposed to the weather.
