Microsoft Select Agreement (Select)

The State of Wisconsin signed a Select 6.1 agreement (Contract) with Microsoft. The term of the original Select Agreement with Microsoft is from October 1, 2003 through September 30, 2006.  In August 2006, the Microsoft Select 6.1 was renewed from October 1, 2006- September 30, 2009.  In August 2009, we have renewed for another three (3) years for the period October 1, 2009 –September 30, 2012.

The resellers for this Contract are for the period starting September 1, 2005 and ending on August 31, 2010 are CDW-G and Insight.  Copies of each of the Contracts are attached to the Home Page of this Contract.  Users should review these Contracts (especially Section 8) since some of the services are different. You must choose a Reseller and purchase your Microsoft products from that Reseller only. If you want to switch, you can, but you must fill out a form. Microsoft requires a 30-day notice before the switch can occur.  (NOTE: A new solicitation will occur during 2010 for the Microcomputer Software Contract; therefore awards for the Microsoft portion of the Contract could be to different resellers). 
The Microsoft Select Agreement is a volume discount-licensing program designed to help lower the cost of purchasing Microsoft products.  The discount rates off the Microsoft price list for each reseller are listed on the pricing grids for each reseller.  Or look at the Price Grid Cheat Sheet that is part of this Contract.  These links are on this Contract’s Home Page.  There is also additional pricing information near the end of this page.

The Select Agreement allows Agencies to gain the benefits of lower priced products, and it requires that the Agency assume the responsibility for making sure that they have paid for the correct number of licenses.  There are significant penalties and risk for non-compliance.  Compliance must be documented.  Your reseller can help you manage this issue. 
Local units of government are eligible for the state’s discount pricing, but they must complete their own Microsoft Select Agreement Enrollment Form with one of the resellers listed above.  The local units of governments are also responsible for having the correct number of licenses for their users or devices.  A copy of the Enrollment Form is linked below.
A link to the "Microsoft Volume Licensing " is provided here.  It will provide more basic information for those who are interested.
A link to “ Microsoft Product Use Rights” is provided for MS product users.  The site is updated quarterly; therefore users of the Microsoft products must visit the site periodically.  Users must comply with the restrictions on the use of the MS product.

The Microsoft Select Agreement Enrollment Form must be completed with a reseller. (State agencies can use the DOA enrollment number if necessary.)

The following are benefits for the State Agencies if they have their own enrollment number.

• Able to track purchases by their enrollment number via the Microsoft Volume Licensing Site.
• Receive monthly media kits from Microsoft that contain all of the software and updates.
• Ability to manage their Software Assurance (SA) benefits based on their SA coverage.  See Software Assurance website (linked below) to learn about all of the features and benefits.
Agencies and municipalities must choose between purchasing full licenses at every upgrade, or enrolling in Microsoft’s Software Assurance (SA) program that provides upgrade protection for an annual fee of 25% to 29% of the full license cost. Software Assurance can only be purchased at the time a new license is purchased.
As of March 1, 2004, the State of Wisconsin has signed the Microsoft Enterprise Agreement (EA) that includes Software Assurance (SA).  Agencies and municipalities should contact a reseller and discuss whether SA on the EA contract would be beneficial to them (cheaper prices) and whether existing licenses can be converted to the EA program.  There is more information about the EA elsewhere on this Website on a separate page linked to the Home Page of this Contract.
Please contact the resellers with any questions or for assistance with evaluating your licensing options.
If you purchase Software Assurance (SA) off the Select Contract, you must purchase it for the remaining term of the Select Agreement. (In our case September 30, 2012.) Microsoft provides two payment options for SA.  At the time of purchase, an agency can pay upfront for SA to cover the remaining term of the contract, or alternatively, Microsoft provides the option for that client to spread their SA payments on an annual basis over the remaining term of the contract.  However, it is important to note that Microsoft pro-rates SA on an annual basis.  For example, the State’s Select Agreement with Microsoft ends on September 30, 2012, so if you purchase SA on the Select Contract after October 1, 2009, you will NOT get full year(s) of service, even though you will pay for full year(s) of SA.  Another way do put it is that Microsoft does not sell SA in increments less than one year, so you will pay for coverage that you won’t be able to take advantage of if you don’t synchronize your purchase with the Select Agreement contract period, 10/01/09- 9/30/012.  The SA ends on 9/30/12, no matter when you purchase it or how much you pay for it.  Ask your reseller about this issue if you buy Select licenses at any time during the Contract period other than the start of the Contract or an anniversary date.

PRICING INFORMATION:
Microsoft establishes list prices for each product under the Select Contract. These are based on the Product Pool Select Price Level D.  The Product Pools (Applications, Servers and Systems all have the same discounts.)  Microsoft updates the pricing information generally on a monthly basis.   Each reseller should have the pricing on their website.
Be sure that you purchase any Software Assurance (SA) off the correct Agreement.  If you bought the Enterprise Agreement (EA), you own those licenses and SA was included on all your desktops for the following pools:  Office, CALS and for most agencies Servers.  

Each of the contract vendors has offered a minimum discount off the list prices.  
(CDW-G is 20.70% and Insight is 20.85%) 
MICROSOFT SELECT CONTRACT EXCEPTIONS SUMMARY INFORMATION:

There are a set of terms and conditions that govern the use of this Contract.  Users are encouraged to read the Microsoft Select Master Agreement that is linked above. 

One of the key benefits of the contract structure may be a cause of risk to users.  As part of the Contract, users have access to a set of Master CD’s that contain all of Microsoft’s intellectual property.  You may install licenses at will but then you must report to Microsoft how many of each product and type you have used.  There are significant risks and costs for non-compliance.  Microsoft has the ability to make arrangements for an audit and assign penalties if agencies are not in compliance. 

The following summaries key exceptions negotiated by the state.

· Lead Customer Affiliate: Microsoft has allowed the combined volume of both state agencies and local units of government to be counted towards meeting purchasing goals.  However, the State has no responsibility or liability for the acts or omissions of any local unit of government.  A local unit of government must complete their own “Enrollment Form”.  The reseller will assist with that effort. 

· Termination of the Master Agreement or Enrollment Agreement: The Select agreement may be terminated by either party with thirty (30) days prior written notice of advising defaulting party of the default, provided that such default is not cured within the thirty (30) day period.  If a state agency or local unit of government does any of the following the enrollment (and the entire Select Master Agreement) can be terminated.  Please note; the Master Agreement can not be canceled due to default by local unit of government.
